The overnight camp gives us the chance to teach and evaluate 
players over an extended period of time.  Along with compre-
hensive work on fundamental skills, campers will compete in 
individual skills contests and play in 5 -on-5 games.  Campers 
can choose to stay overnight in UGA student housing or com-
mute to camp each morning.   

Check -In : 4:00 -5:00opm on 6/20.  Camp will end at 11:00am 
on 6/23.  

What to Bring :  Basketball Shoes, Socks, Shorts, Shirts.  
Overnight campers must bring sheets and blankets (or sleeping 
bag), pillow, towels and toiletries.   Campers are encouraged 
NOT to bring valuables to camp. 

Camp Bank:  The staff will run a Camp Bank where campers 
can safely deposit their money at the beginning of the week.   
The camp store will offer pizzas after camp each night and 
Georgia Bulldog Apparel and Equipment. 

Discipline:   Any serious violation of camp rules or regula-
tions could result in immediate dismissal from camp.  Refunds 
will NOT be given after a dismissal.  

Key Deposit :  A $50 key deposit is required for all overnight 
campers and refunded at the end of camp upon return of the 
key.  

Insurance:  Campers are required to provide their own medi-
cal insurance.  A trainer is on duty at all times.  Doctors are on 
call throughout the camp.
